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The Arabian Peninsula

The Arabian Peninsula is the largest peninsula in the world.
It includes the countries of Saudi Arabia, Oman, Yemen,
Kuwait, Bahrain, Qatar, and the United Arab Emirates.
These countries are among the least evangelized in the
world with approximately 92% of the total population
remaining unreached.

This is an area with significant global influence, but just
one generation ago there were only nomadic tribes living
in tents and traveling by camel. Everything changed when
oil was discovered in the 1930s off the coast of Bahrain.
Neighboring countries learned soon after that they too
were among these fields of “black gold.” The discovery of
oil in the region sparked a massive economic boom that
continues to this day. Industries started developing not
long after oil was discovered, and these countries have
experienced exponential growth over the past 40+ years.
We are, however, seeing a shift as these global leaders
diversify their economies away from oil. Industries such as
healthcare, education, hospitality, finance, technology, and
real estate are growing rapidly. These countries need
business professionals to keep up with unprecedented
growth and industry demands.
