The regression in Proverbs

• the simple - “I’m ok; you’re ok” 
• the fool - there is no God: evil good; good evil 
• the scoffer - the fool militant 

“How long, O simple ones, will you love being simple? 
How long will scoffers delight in their scoffing and 

fools hate knowledge?  
Proverbs 1:22 



God’s wrath is revealed from heaven to those who: 
• suppress the truth (though it is plain) 
• do not glorify God, nor thank Him 
• thinking becomes futile; hearts darkened; become fools 

“Therefore God gave them over to”: 
• sexual impurity 
• shameful lusts 
• depraved minds

the Scoffer and the Depraved Mind
“depraved” : adokimon (a-dok’-ee-mon) 

“unqualified”

the mind in which there is no longer  
• logic 
• rationality

“I Once Was Lost”
Over 2,000 students interviewed that had come to Christ 

Each one progressed through five thresholds 

1st: Entered into a trusted relationship with a Christian 

2nd: Began to ask sincere questions



How Then Shall the Remnant Live?
